Department of Labor Urges Teen-Agers
To Return to School This Fall

Parents should encourage teen-
»ge» to return to high school this
fall, Acting Regional Director
Prank J. Muench of the U. S. De-
partment of Labor's Wage and
Hour Division, said Sunday, "Boys
and girls who drop out of school
in order to earn 'a fast dollar,'"
Mr. Muench said, "are literally
throwing away tens of thousands
of dollars."

In citing the 1960 census report,
. Mr. Muench •mid that all men 25
v years and older, who completed

eight years of grade school re-
ceived an average Income of $2,-
638. Those who were graduated
from high school earned an aver-
age wage of f3,285. The men who
completed four years of college
received a median wage of (4,407.

"According to the census bu-
reau," Mr. Muench said, "the cash

value of finishing the last year of
high school over a 40-year span
may result in an earning power
of $14,700 for men and nearly
|20,000 for women."

Mr, Muench cited examples of
men who left school at an early
age and succeeded in business
even though handicapped with lit-
tle or no education. "TheBe suc-
cess stories are often mentioned
by teen-agers as an excuse to drop
out of school," he declared. "How-
ever, DO per cent of the men with
success stories to tell will readily
state that they ere sorry they did
not continue their education and
would strongly urge today's young-
sters to return to school."

The complexities of our atomic

Muench asked the New York and
New Jersey communities to com-
bine their local mourees in a unit-
ed effort to urge parent groups,

arent-Teachcrs Associations, em-
ployers an,d teachers to encourage
teen-agers to return to school when
the bells ring in their localities in
September.

When Do You
Harvest What?

Enjoyment of home-grown vege
tables depends a great deal upon
the home gardener's understand-
ing of when to harvest for top
quality.

All garden
era know that spinach will become
tough and bitter if allowed to grow
too long, and the same holds for
most lettuce varieties. On New
Zealand spinach only, the young
leaves or the lips of the old leaves
arc used.

Swiss chard snould be picked
when less than u foot hijrh and
should be kept low by using the
tender, young leaves for the table
and throwing nway the remaining
leaves when they become ioo old.

String beans are at their best
when they anup readily and have
soft, pliable tips. Lima beans are
choice if picked while still nice

is just after the silk begins to
darken. It is still sweet and ten-
der at this stag-e, but in only a
day or two fan become tough and
starchy.
